	Activity 
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	Moon and Stars Collage

Scrunch up kitchen foil into circular shapes. Dip into paint and stamp to create a moon or planet shape. Cut these out for your child and ask them to help stick them onto black paper. 

Using a star shape cookie cutter or play dough ask your children to place the stars into the yellow paint and stamp it onto the black card.  Add glitter and other decorations to create a beautiful night sky! 

Learning Objective- Notice cause and effect, make choices and designs. 

	Tuesday 
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Alien Handprints

Time to get messy with this alien hand print activity. You will need some paint and some googly eyes. Encourage your child to talk about the feeling of the paint; is it cold? Is it wet? Is it slippery? What colour is your paint? You could then count how many eyes your alien has and also how many fingers you have. If you don’t have these you could draw round the child’s hand or ask them to draw around yours. Can’t wait to see these!

Learning Objective- Using descriptive language, counting. 


	Wednesday
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Rockets

Find junk modelling materials around your homes to create a rocket with (this could be a toilet roll, empty bottle or an empty box). Help the children to join the materials, engaging in shared problem solving if things don’t work. 

Decorate the rocket using a choice of materials- pens, paint, paper, fabric etc. Practise colours and encourage children to name or select colours of their choosing. Add the windows, fire, etc modelling shape and pattern vocabulary. Use the model for play- how high, low can they go? Can they go over the books, under the chair? 

Learning Objective- Colours, shapes, position to suit individual development of child and stages of vocabulary. 


	
Thursday
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Playdough Aliens

An easy fun activity to do on a rainy day. Set out a variety of resources from around the house as well as a few different playdough colours. Make a few examples to show the children and have fun giving them silly names. 

Help the children roll out the playdough and cut/roll into various shapes. How many eyes/arms does your alien have? Which one looks most like daddy? 

Learning Objective- Gross motor skills, imaginative play


	Friday  
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Galaxy Sensory Bags

Use a clear sandwich bag with a ziplock top. Ask the child to help you with spooning or pouring some hair gel into the bag and then sprinkle in some sequin stars and glitter, and mix. Be sure to seal  the bag up tight with cello-tape and then the sensory bag is ready to play. The children love these at school and can be used simply to play and explore texture and shape. You could also use them to write letters/numbers, mix up and start again.

Learning objective – Show an interest in textures, move material to create a desired effect. 





Other Ideas and Supporting Work
